Creative Curriculum:

In Reading, children will learn how to:

In Writing, children will learn how to:
· note and develop initial ideas, drawing on reading and research where necessary.
· select appropriate grammar and vocabulary, understanding how such choices can change and enhance meaning.
· proof-read for spelling and punctuation errors.
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· electric circuits and the symbols used to represent components.
· functions of various components within a series circuit.
· the effect of resistance upon components within a series circuit.
In PSHE, children will learn about: 
· a variety of relationships linking to the topic ‘me and my relationships’ including friendships, different types of families and marriage.
In RE, children will learn about: 
· examples of believers who acted on their faith and explain the impact of those actions.
· make the connection between stories, beliefs and actions and explain the wider impact on believers and communities.
In Computing, children will learn about:
· designing, writing and debugging programs to accomplish specific goals.
· the use of sequence, selection, and repetition in programs; work with variables and various forms of input and output.
