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Problem solving and efficient methods
In maths we will practising the four operations- addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. Children will be using bar models to help them see what method they need to choose. 
*Children will solve one and two step word problems by choosing the appropriate operation.  
*Children will solve problems involving money, measure and known number facts.
*Children will use inverse to help them solve calculations containing missing numbers. 
Please continue to practise your 2,5,3 and 10 times tables and related division facts.
Don’t forget your weekly School Jam homework and TTRS! Please ask for your log in if you are unsure. 

Creative Curriculum
Geography:
*This half term children will be learning about the countries and capital cities of the UK.
* Children will learn the names of the four countries of the UK and will use an atlas to find them on a map of the UK.
*They will explore some human and physical features of each country.
*Children will look at how the union jack flag was formed and the significance of each part.
*Children will use an atlas to find the capital cities of each UK country.  
D&T: 
*Our focus for this half term is preparing fruit and vegetables.
*The children will be designing a healthy salad for a consumer and communicating their ideas through talk and drawings.
*They will use simple utensils and equipment to e.g. peel,
cut, slice, squeeze, grate and chop safely.
*The children will evaluate ideas and finished products against
Science:
 *This half term we will be learning about the uses of everyday materials.
*The children will be learning to identify and compare the suitability of a variety of everyday materials, including wood, metal, plastic, glass, brick, rock, paper and cardboard for particular uses.
*The children will also find out how the shapes of solid objects made from some materials can be changed by squashing, bending, twisting and stretching.






English:
Our focus text this half term is: The Tear Thief
*We will be continuing to ensure we are using capital letters and full stops consistently in our writing.
*Children will write their own fantasy story based on the focus text ‘The Tear Thief’
* Children will use expanded noun phrases within the descriptions.
*Children will continue to use conjunctions to extend their sentences. 
* Children will be developing their comprehension skills by accessing daily VIPERS lessons. 
*Children will be encouraged to begin using contractions within their writing. 
*Children will be encouraged to use apostrophes to show possession in their writing.

All children will take part in daily Read, Write Inc. phonics lessons. 
Children will also read texts matched to their phonic ability to increase fluency and accuracy as well as develop their comprehension skills through guided reading.
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 In computing children will be producing short videos of themselves making a healthy snack. 
*Children will use different features of a video camera. 
*They will use a video camera to capture moving images. 
*They will work collaboratively. 
*Children will discuss their work and think about how it could be improved.
