 Our focus texts for this half term are: The Egg by M.P Robertson and George and the Dragon by Christopher Wormell


*Children will be looking at the features of a story before writing their own based on The Egg. 


* We will be exploring the story of The Egg and retelling it focusing on expanded Past tense Verbs, time adverbials, conjunctions and adjectives.


* We will also be looking at innovating the story by adding our own fantasy character.


* We will be using the text – castles to write a non - chronological report about castles.


* Children will also be writing a diary entry based on the text – George and the Dragon.


All children will take part in daily Read, Write Inc phonics lessons. 


Children will also read texts matched to their phonic ability to increase fluency and accuracy as well as develop their comprehension skills through guided reading.














PSHE and R.E


*In PSHE we will be learning about ourselves. We will explore how to deal with change, changing relationships and how our behaviour can impact on others.


*In RE we will be exploring times when we meet together to celebrate and worship. We will think about what worship looks like for members of the faith community in Christianity and Islam.
