

This term we are focusing on our ‘Protecting the Environment’ and ‘Health’ school values.     British Values - Individual Liberty/ Rule of Law
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This term, children will:
*Be reading and exploring the text ‘The Magic Faraway Tree’ by Enid Blyton.
*Be understanding the language and context of the text.
*Looking at the vocabulary choices of Enid Blyton and capturing some of these that they would like to use in their own stories.
*Understanding the Year 3 grammar features that are needed to write their own stories.
*Write their own story with an imaginary setting.
*Read different types of play scripts and explore and identify the specific features.
*Write a play script for part of ‘The Magic Faraway Tree’ story.
*Write an information text about the Anglo Saxons based upon their learning in History.
*Learn and perform The Enchanted Wood poem – Enid Blyton.
*Daily reading of ‘The Magic Faraway Tree’ text, developing reading fluency and answering VIPERs questions based upon the text.
Maths: 
This term, children will:
*Make a whole with unit and non-unit fractions
*Explore tenths as fractions
*Understand fractions as numbers
*Calculate fractions of a set of objects
*Find equivalent fractions
*Compare fractions
*Solve word problems about fractions
*Learn about hours, days, months and years.
*Learn about turns
*Learn what an angle is.
*Identify and draw vertical and horizontal lines.
*Recognise, describe and construct 3D shapes.
*Measure mass in kilograms and grams
*Solve problems using mass.
*Measure capacity in litres and millilitres



Creative Curriculum:
Geography 
*Children will research where volcanoes are located.
*Explore the different parts of a volcano.
*Discover how volcanoes affect the landscape and how they can affect humans.
*Research earthquakes and explore where and why they happen.
Art
*Children will explore shape, form and space in the context of sculpture.
*Children will create a range of 3D forms using paper
*Children measure, mark out, cut and shape materials and attach them securely in different ways. 
*They will plan, design and make their own sculpture. 
DT
*Connect simple electrical components and a battery in a series circuit to achieve a functional outcome. *Investigate and analyse a range of existing battery-powered products, including pre-programmed and programmable products. 
*Evaluate their ideas and products against their own design criteria and identify the strengths and areas for improvement in their work. 
History
*Explore why the Saxons invaded Britain.
*Find out what was buried at Sutton Hoo
*Research how life changed when Christianity came to Britain.
* Investigate why this period of history is known as the Dark Ages.







Science 
Living things and their habitats. Children will:
* Explore what makes a living thing, classify living things, explore the impact of natural and man-made changes to the planet and explore different habitats
Plants. Children will:
* Identify and describe the different parts of a flowering plant, explore the requirements for life and growth, pollination, seed formation and seed dispersal.

Physical Development:

Please make sure that your child wears full PE kit to school.
