Geography:
This term we will be looking at seasonal and daily weather of the UK. 
*We will be investigating different types of weather and making links to seasons. 
*We will be collecting weather data looking at rainfall and temperature.
 *We will also be creating our own weather forecasts to present to the class. 
History:
This term we will be exploring how toys have changed.
* We will be investigating toys that we play with today and comparing them with toys that our parents and grandparents played with. 
*We will identify similarities and differences and discuss reasons why. 
D & T: 
Our focus for this half term is Sliders and levers.
* We will be evaluating existing moving picture books.
* We will learning how to create a slider and lever mechanism.
* We will be designing and creating our own moving picture page linked to the text we are exploring in English.
Science:
 *This half term our Science focus is seasonal changes.
* We will be observing changes across the seasons.
* We will be observing and recording the weather across the seasons.





English:
*Our focus texts this half term are Lost and Found and Little Red Riding Hood.
*We will be learning about sentence structure ensuring the use of capital letters and full stops consistently and finger spaces in-between words.  
*Children will learn how to write lists using Fred Talk and applying their letter sounds to their writing.
*We will be writing captions for illustrations taken from our chosen texts.
*We will begin to learn how to spell some of the Y1 Common Exception Words.
*All children will be encouraged to use phonics and Fred Fingers to spell words with accuracy. 
*Children will begin to write simple sentences and attempt to punctuate them correctly.
All children will take part in daily Read, Write Inc. phonics lessons. 
Children will also read texts matched to their phonic ability to increase fluency and accuracy.
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Homework: Additional homework will be set on Showbie. Please make sure that you keep your log in safe. Please send photos via Showbie to share your wonderful homework!

Home reading books: Please ensure your child brings to school their reading folder on a Friday so that they receive a new phonics reading book. 

Library books will be changed on a Monday. 

READING: Please remember to read for at least 10 minutes every night where possible.  

PSHE and R.E
*In PSHE we will be introducing ‘My Happy Mind’ to the children. Our first module is ‘meet your brain’. Children will be taught how they can look after their minds to be at their very best.
*In RE, we will be focusing on kindness. We will be exploring how we can show kindness and how different stories in the Bible demonstrate kindness. 
Through PSHE and RE, children will develop the British Value of Rule of Law and democracy and Individual Liberty.
Computing: IPADS in our Classroom
This half term we will be getting to know out IPAD by:
 *Finding out what our IPADS can do and the apps we can use.
*How we can use our IPADS in the classroom.
* How we can save our work on Showbie.
*Finding out what the different tools do on Showbie.
*Finding out how to airdrop work to my teacher.
Ways in which you can help your child at home:
