Our School Value: Sense of belonging and Ambition.  British Values: Rule of Law and Democracy, Individual Liberty.
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Art and Design:
*Children will explore different artists, commenting on differences and similarities.  
*They will gain a knowledge of the techniques that can be achieved with chalk, charcoal and pastel.  
*Children will use laying in their drawings and will develop their observational drawing techniques. 
*They will create a Stone Age inspired piece of art. 
DT:
The children will learn about mechanical systems: Levers and linkages.  They will explore, plan and test their own examples.
Science: Light
*Explain that we need light to see things and that dark is the absence of light  
*Describe how light is reflected from surfaces  
*Explain that the sun is a natural light source and can be dangerous to look at, so know how to protect our eyes. 

Is able to describe how a shadow is formed when light from a light source is blocked by a solid (opaque) object  

Is able to find patterns in the way the size of a shadow changes (e.g. when the light source moves or the distance between the light source and object changes)
English:

In writing lessons we will be learning how to write a story based upon Julia Donaldson’s ‘Cave Baby’. As part of this we will:
*Learnt to sequence the story, identify nouns phrases and descriptive phrases to enhance our stories.
*Capture key phrases from the text and plan our own version of the story.
*We will also be writing a diary entry linked to our text ‘Stone Age Boy’ imagining we are the boy and expressing how he feels.
We will write our own poem linked to our Stone Age topic. As part of this we will:
*Look at the specific layout of a poem
*Explore rhythm, rhyme and punctuation.  
Maths:
The children will learn how to:
*recognise and represent 3-digit numbers
*partition 3-digit numbers
*read and write 3-digit numbers in words and numerals
*count in steps of 50 and 100 from zero
*count on and back in steps of 10 from any 2 or 3-digit number 
*find 10 more and 10 loess than a given number 
*find 100 less than a given number
*order 3-digit numbers with different and the same hundreds
*find tenths of whole numbers
*count up in tenths and place them on a number line
*identify and draw horizontal, vertical, parallel and perpendicular lines 
*draw common 2D shapes







Other information:
SPELLINGS: Set on Friday, tested the following Friday. Your child will bring home a weekly spelling list on Showbie linked to the year group spelling scheme of work. 

Maths, Creative, English: For the half term.  Your child will need to complete one activity weekly from the homework grid and upload it onto Showbie.  These activities will be linked to either their Maths, Creative or English lessons. Children will also need to practice all of their times tables on times tables rockstars: https://ttrockstars.com/

Reading: 1 book sent per week.  Your child can change their book as and when they are ready to change. Please encourage your child to ready at least three times per week to an adult. 
PHSE: ‘Me and my school’ children will be discussing what they are good at, what this year at school might entail and thinking about rules and why we have them. 
R.E: 
Children will recall the basic facts from the Bible story Noah and the flood.  Children will be able to recognize some religious symbols and will be aware that different faiths exist.  They will understand that some people may choose not to belong to a religious group, and this is acceptable.
