Creative Curriculum:
Art and Design:
*Children will explore different artists, commenting on differences and similarities.  
*They will gain a knowledge of the techniques that can be achieved with chalk, charcoal and pastel.  
*Children will use laying in their drawings and will develop their observational drawing techniques. 
*They will create a Stone Age inspired piece of art. 
DT: 
*Children will explore and used mechanisms such as flaps, sliders and levers and experience basic cutting, joining and finishing techniques with paper and card.
 *They will select and use appropriate tools with some accuracy to cut, shape and join paper and card. 
*Children will understand and use lever and linkage mechanisms and distinguish between fixed and loose pivots. 
Science 
*The children will be learning about Animals including humans. Children will explore the human skeleton and bones, teeth, diets of different animals and food chain. 

English:
Our class text for this half term is “Charlie and the Chocolate Factory” written by Roald Dahl.  
*In fictional writing, children will build a fuller picture of a character thinking carefully about their feelings and motives through a story. They will develop their skills of creating dilemmas in a story and they will think creatively to devise a solution. 
*Children will use inverted commas to punctuate direct speech. 
*In persuasive writing, children will investigate how style and vocabulary are used to convince the reader. To support an argument, children will use illustrations, statistics and examples. They will learn about and use rhetorical questions and exaggeration in their writing.
*They will extend the use of openers, with a focus on fronted adverbials to introduce and connect paragraphs. 
*Children will revise the use of subordination to extend ideas and add further explanation.  
*Daily guided reading lessons with a variety of question types including vocabulary, inference, prediction, explanation, retrieval and summarising. 
*Dictionary and thesaurus work including alphabetical order.
*Daily handwriting, spelling and guided reading sessions.
 






Computing:
* E-Safety- personal information.
* Children will play and analyse educational computer games, identifying those features that make a game successful. They will plan and design a game, with a clear target audience in mind. They create a working prototype, and then develop it further to add functionality and improve the user interface. They test their game and make any necessary changes. 

PHSE:  We will be introducing our new PSHE scheme 'My Happy Mind'. Our first unit is 'Meet your brain' and the children will be taught how to look after their minds to be at their very best.
R.E: 
We will be looking at special words, exploring the origins of sacred writings and consider their importance for Buddhism. We will also look at religious celebrations including Hanukkah in Judaism and a Christmas focus on ‘The Journey’.
