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In History, children will learn about:
· the legacy of the Golden Age of Islam including: the significance of Baghdad, the Silk Road and the House of Wisdom.
In Geography, children will learn about:
· using fieldwork to observe, measure, record and present the human and physical features in the local area.
· describing and understanding the key aspects of rivers.
In Art, children will learn about:
· graphic design and illustrations
· discussion around drawings of emotion
In D&T, children will learn how to:
· plan and construct a prototype of a ‘framed structure’, investigating the properties and uses of corrugated card.
In Science, children will learn about: 
· Describe the movement of the Earth,  relative to the Sun in the solar system
· Use the Earth’s rotation to explain day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky
In PSHE, children will learn to: 
· recognise their skills and attributes and how these can support towards future goals.
· feel positive about themselves and the responsibilities they hold.
· participate in the school’s decision making process.
In RE, children will learn about:
· The impact and importance of following a leader for individuals and communities.
· The links between teachings and practices of religious leaders.
In Computing, children will learn about:
· Use search technologies effectively, appreciate how results are selected and ranked.
In French, children will learn about:
· words and phrases linked to the topics of my family and people. 


Our Key Text this term is: Wonder
In Reading, children will learn how to:
· draw inferences such as inferring characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, and justifying inferences with evidence.
· identify how language and structure contribute to meaning.
In Writing, children will learn how to:
· consider the opinions and viewpoints of others on a fictional character, to incorporate into a biography.
· introduce relative pronouns into their writing, to provide additional information to the reader.
· incorporate correct tense into their writing through use of varied verb forms.
In Maths, children will learn how to:
· read Roman numerals to 1,000 and
recognise years written in Roman numerals.
· Read, write, order and compare numbers to at least 1,000,000 and determine the value of each.
· Round any number up to 1,000,000 to the nearest 10, 100, 1000, 10,000 and 100,000.
· Read and write decimal numbers as fractions.
· Recognise and use thousandths and relate them to tenths, hundredths and decimal equivalents.
· Interpret negative numbers in context.
· Identify 3-D shapes, including cubes and other cuboids, from 2-D representations.
