The children will learn how to:
* addition and subtraction focusing on adding and subtracting from 3 digit numbers including bridging, compensating and using number facts. 
*use column addition and subtraction
*recognise and represent unit fractions 
*recognise non-unit fractions 
*Compare proper fractions with the same denominator 
*order proper fractions 
*compare proper fractions which have the same number at or >1
*recognise and show equivalent fractions of proper fractions. 




Creative Curriculum:
Art
*The children will investigate the shapes of Italian Architecture. Using line drawings, they will sketch out famous landmarks. They will use tone to add areas of light and shadow, to add extra detail. 
Science 
*Predict and explore rock formation and soils through comparative tests. 
* Complete a rock survey of the school grounds/local area looking at bedrock and different types of soil. 
*Explore different types of rock. 
*Explain how fossils are formed. 
*Children will investigate what soil is made from. 
* Children will create their own fact file about rocks and the variation of soils. 
French
*Children will learn French phonics to help them pronounce French words correctly.  
*In French children will be able to justify what their favourite food is.  

English:

This half term we will be using “Escape from Pompeii” as inspiration for children’s writing.
*We will be writing a diary entry imagining that we are a character from the story, this will explore a person’s feelings.   
*To structure the diary children will use time conjunctions. 
*Children will use prepositional phrases to describe the eruption of Mount Vesuvius. 
*We will be writing a letter to persuade fishermen to rescue people from Pompeii in their boats.  

 






PHSE: Children will focus on the theme of gratitude through our My Happy Mind scheme of learning.  They will also practise ‘happy breathing’ as a method of self regulation. 
R.E: 
Children will investigate ceremonies associated with joining or belonging to a faith community. They will explore the difference between a Bar and Bat Mitzvah and talk about the meaning of commitment. Children will explore why believers make promises and follow rules.


History
*The children will explore who the Romans were and where they came from. They will investigate what Britain was like before and after the Romans. Children will learn how the Romans conquered Britain. They will explore the impact of the Roman invasion. 
Geography:
*Children will look closely at the continent of Europe by comparing the size and features with other continents. They will identify capital cities by key landmarks in Europe and will locate these in a map. Children will study the country Italy and explore physical features. They will then compare Italy to England to see how they are similar and how they differ. 
Careers:
On Friday 15th January children will be participating in a health and social care presentation linked to animal care. 
 

Computing:
* E-Safety- managing online information / health, well-being and lifestyle 
*Children will use the programming environment ‘Scratch’. Children will programme their own sprite (character). Using their Sprite they will create sequences and commands which will allow their character to move. 
*Children will learn how to use an online database tool to arrange objects into a branching database. 



Other information:
SPELLINGS: Set on Friday, tested the following Friday. Your child will bring home a weekly spelling list on paper linked to the year group spelling scheme of work.  These will then be set on the app Showbie. 

Maths, Creative, English: Set on Showbie app for you to work on weekly across the half term.  Your child will need to complete one activity weekly from the homework grid and upload it onto Showbie.  These activities will be linked to either their Maths, Creative or English lessons. Children will also need to practice all of their times tables on times tables rockstars: https://ttrockstars.com/
