In Maths, children will learn how to:
· identify multiples and factors, including finding all factor pairs of a number, and common factors of 2 numbers.
· know and use the vocabulary of prime numbers, prime factors and composite (non-prime) numbers.
· establish whether a number up to 100 is prime and recall prime numbers up to 19.
· multiply numbers up to 4 digits by a one- or two-digit number using a formal written method, including long multiplication for two-digit numbers.
· multiply and divide numbers mentally, drawing upon known facts.
· identify, describe and represent the position of a shape following a reflection or translation, using the appropriate language, and know that the shape has not changed
· 
In History, children will learn about:
· when, why and how WW2 started (democracy).
· evacuation and rationing within WW2.
· how life for women, and Britain in general, changed during and after WW2.
In Geography, children will learn about:
· the continent of South America.
· countries within South America, specifically Brazil.
· how our country compares to Brazil.
In Art, children will learn:
· about the form, visual and tactile aspects of sculpture, linked to the story a chair could tell.
· design and create a chair that tells a personal story.
In DT, children will learn:
· How to use TinkerCad to design a mobile phone stand
In Science, children will learn about: 
· The properties of different materials and their suitability for different purposes. 
· What physical and chemical changes are 
· Complete comparative and fair tests and present results
· Science Week!
In PSHE, children will learn to: 
· analyse different influencers and how to assertively respond to them
.In RE, children will learn about:
· rule of law - why rules are important in our daily lives.
· what life would be like without rules.
· basic rules and practices of Hinduism.
· Hindu places of worship.
In Computing, children will learn how to:
· develop their knowledge of selection through conditions in programming of quizzes.
· organise data in a database.
In French, children will learn about:

· introducing and describing their family and friends.
