Measurement – Length 
Compare lengths and heights using the correct vocabulary. 
Measure using standard and non-standard units. 
Fractions
Recognise and find half. 
Recognise and find a quarter.

All children will take part in daily Read, Write Inc. phonics lessons. 
Children will also read texts matched to their phonic ability to increase fluency and accuracy.
This term, we will be looking at the texts ‘The Owl Who Was Afraid of the Dark’, ‘The Snail and the Whale’ and ‘Poles Apart’. Children will be developing the fundamental skills needed for writing and will be focusing on oral composition and transcription. 
Children will be developing story language and an understanding of story structure. 
Children will be hearing and using a rich vocabulary taken from the books we are reading in class. 
Children will continue to develop their handwriting by forming letters correctly using the RWI scheme and rhymes. 
Children will be encouraged to hold a pencil correctly and use their phonics knowledge to sound out and write words. 


Creative Curriculum
Geography:
This term we will explore the features and locations of hot and cold places.
*Children will locate hot and cold places on a world map. 
* Children will explore what it is like to live in hot and cold places.
*Children will research a range of animals that live in hot and cold places. 
History:
This term we will research significant nurses and events from the past.
* Children will research Florence Nightingale and find out what she did in her life.
*Children will explore the life of Mary Seacole.   
* Children will discover how nursing has changed over time.
D & T:
Our focus for this term is templates and joining.
*Children will be designing, making and evaluating a bag out of material. 
*Children will learn about simple working characteristics of materials and components.
Art:
Our focus for this term is line, colour and texture (through painting and printing). 
Children will develop their art skills using different tools, methods and techniques. Children will develop their vocabulary and be able to talk about the work of other artists. 
Science:
Our science focus for this term is Animals. 
Children will learn to identify, describe, name and group some common animals (fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals). They will also learn about herbivores, omnivores and carnivores. 
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*In PSHE we will continue to learn how we can look after our minds through ‘My Happy Mind’. This term, children will be learning to develop an ‘attitude of gratitude’ and discussing how giving and receiving gratitude makes us feel.
*In RE we will find out about ceremonies and understand the importance of baptism to Christians. We will explore the life of John the Baptist and discover why he was important. Children will revisit the Easter story and build on their previous knowledge and understanding of Holy week.

 
Through PSHE and RE, children will develop the British Value of Rule of Law and democracy and Individual Liberty.
