Properties of shape
* Compare and sort 2D/3D shapes and explain how they are different or similar.
* Identify and describe 2D shapes on the surface of 3D shapes.
* Identify and describe the properties of cones.
* Identify and describe the properties of cylinders.
Multiplication and Division
* Count in steps of 3 from zero.
* Show and use the connection between multiplication and repeated addition.
* Create multiplication statements to describe and solve equal grouping problems.
* Use arrays to solve multiplication problems.
* Show and use the commutativity of multiplication.
*Create division statements to describe and solve grouping problems.
* Create division statements to describe sharing and solve problems.
* Show that division is not commutative.
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Geography:
*We will be looking at the countries which 
make up the United Kingdom. 
*We will learn about the capital cities of England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland as well as different features and landmarks in each country. 
History:
*We will be learning about explorers throughout history with a focus on Captain Scott and his journey to the South Pole.
* We will explore what resources they used for exploring and what they learnt.  
D&T: 
*Our focus for this half term is preparing fruit and vegetables.
* We will be taste testing common fruit and vegetables and learning different techniques of cutting safely. 
*We will plan and prepare our own healthy dish. 
Art
*We will be exploring sculptures made from different materials including clay and papier mache.
*We will design our own bowl design based on research before making them and decorating them. 
Science:
 *This half term our Science focus is Materials and we will also be participating in Science week. 
* We will be completing investigations which explore the properties of different materials. 
*We will be thinking about similarities and differences between materials.
*We will be identifying different properties and grouping them based on their properties
*We will be investigating the best materials for a particular purpose







English:
*Our focus texts this term are ‘ Winter’s Child’ and ‘Explorers’. 
*We will be recapping skills learnt in year 1 by making sure we are using capital letters and full stops consistently, finger spaces in between words and using question marks and exclamation marks accurately
*Children will describe a winter setting using expanded noun phrases, interesting verbs and adverbs and conjunctions. 
*We will be writing our own story by adapting “Winter’s Child’ into ‘Summer’s Child’.
*We will be writing our own information texts based on explorers taught in history. 
*We will begin to learn how to spell some of the Y2 Common Exception Words.
*All children will be encouraged to use phonics and Fred Fingers to spell words with accuracy.
All children will take part in daily Read, Write Inc. phonics lessons. 
Children will also read texts matched to their phonic ability to increase fluency and accuracy as well as develop their comprehension skills through guided reading.
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In we will be confusing with My Happy Mind.
* We will explore what appreciate means, how we can show appreciation and who in our lives we appreciate.
* We will develop understanding of how we can have good relationships with others, learning about our differences and how they can help us get on with other people too.
In RE, we will learning about ‘Love’ and ‘New life’.
* We will learn what a parable is
* We will learn about the Easter story.
Computing: 
*We will be exploring algorithms and how to give instructions using technology.
*We will create pictograms by entering data.
