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History - Children will:
*Locate Vikings on a timeline in relation to Romans and Saxons.
* Know where the Vikings came from.
* Understand why the Vikings reputation was exaggerated.
* Understand the importance of archaeology and discoveries at Jorvik.
Geography- 
*Why does a places location affect its climate? 
*Understand what a climate zone is. 
* What is climate change and why does it occur? 

ART - Children will:
* Explore mood in a range of artists work and look at how colours can portray mood. 
*Use watercolours to create a wash for a background related to the Vikings. 
* Mix watercolours to create different tones and blend colours effectively, considering the colour wheel.

Science – electricity 
*Learn how electricity impacts on their daily lives.  
*Learn how to stay safe around electricity. 
*Explore how to make simple circuits using wires, batteries and bulbs. 
*Investigate what makes an effective circuit. 
*Identify the impact switches have on a simple circuit.  
*Define what insulators and conductors are, and what materials conduct and insulate electricity. 
 
English:
This half term we will be using “’How to Train your Dragon’ as inspiration for children’s writing.
*Children will first make predictions about the text using previous stories as inspiration towards their ideas.  
* They will text mark different balanced arguments and find features such as: title, questions, persuasive language, third person and fronted adverbials.  
* Children will focus on a range of grammar elements when analysing the text – adverbials for cause and effect, prepositional and expanded noun phrases and subordinating conjunctions for explanation. 
* Children will also be looking at how to chronologically organise their work into paragraphs based around a theme.
* Throughout the term children will be learning the Year 4 common exception words; they will be encouraged to use this exiting vocabulary in their writing. 

Maths:
Addition and Subtraction:
*Use column addition to add 2-digit, 3-digit and 4-digit numbers together. 
* Use column subtraction to subtract 2-digit, 3-digit and 4-digit numbers.
*To understand how and when to regroup/exchange numbers. 

Multiplication and division:
*Multiply by and divide multiples of 10 and 100 
*Multiply and divide by 0 and 1 
*Find solutions to multiplication and division word problem
*Learn how to multiply a number using the written method 
*Find the remainder when a number is divided 
* Use partitioning to divide 2- and 3-digit numbers by a 1-digit number
*Children will continue to learn times-tables from 1 to 12. 









PSHE and R.E
RE
In RE, children will describe features of religious traditions, identify similarities and differences and explain why believers might commit to carrying on these practices. Focus- Judaism (Passover).
British Values- Respect and Tolerance. “We know that everyone has different ideas, faiths and beliefs and it is important that we respect this.”
In PSHE, children will be continuing with My Happy Mind. 
*We will explore what appreciate means, how we can show appreciation and whop in our lives we appreciate. 
*We will develop understanding of how we can have good relationships with others, learning about our differences and how they can help us get on with other people too. 


Physical Development:
PE DAYS – Wednesday and Thursday
Please make sure that your child wears full PE kit to school On Tuesday and Thursday.  Tuesday is indoor PE and Thursday is outdoor PE.
