In Reading, children will learn how to:
· understand what they read by beginning to identify how language structure and presentation contribute to meaning.
· beginning to ask questions to develop their understanding of texts.
· to use quotes from texts to justify opinions and answers.
· Identifying and discussing themes and conventions in and across a wide range of writing.
· Summarising the main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph, identifying key details that support the main ideas.

In Writing, children will learn how to:
· identify the audience for and purpose of the writing, selecting the appropriate form and using other similar writing as models for their own.
· selecting appropriate grammar and vocabulary, understanding how such choices can change and enhance meaning.
· Assess the effectiveness of their own and others’ writing.
· Ensure the consistent and correct use of tense is used throughout a piece of writing.
· Proof-read for spelling and punctuation errors.
· Write a diary entry, formal letter, explanation text, story, setting description and an information text.
In Maths, children will learn to:
· recognise that shapes with the same areas can have different perimeters and vice versa.
· recognise when it is possible to use formulae for area and volume of shapes
· calculate the area of parallelograms and triangles
· calculate, estimate and compare volume of cubes and cuboids using standard units.
· solve problems involving the relative sizes of two quantities where missing values can be found by using integer multiplication and division facts.
· Solve problems involving similar shapes where the scale factor is known or can be found.
· Express missing number problems algebraically.
· Find pairs of numbers that satisfy an equation with two unknowns.
· Calculate and interpret mean as an average.
· Associate a fraction with division and calculate decimal fraction equivalents for a simple fraction.
· Multiply one-digit numbers with up to two decimal places by whole numbers.
